From Mount Rushmore to The Badlands, 
South Dakota boasts an impressive array 
of natural wonder and man-made 
masterpieces.  
 
Badlands National Park consists of 
244,000 acres of sharply eroded buttes, 
pinnacles and spires blended with the 
largest protected mixed-grass prairie in 
the United States.  The Badlands 
Wilderness area covers 64,000 acres and 
is home to many endangered animals 
including the black-footed ferret.  
 
Mount Rushmore, a granite sculpture 
representing the first 150 years of US 
history, took 14 years to complete. Each 
of the four faces (of presidents 
Washington, Jefferson, Roosevelt, and 
Lincoln) tower over 5,500 feet above sea 
level.

Yosemite National Park is a treasure 
trove of natural wonder located in the 
Sierra Nevada of California. Yosemite is 
one of the first wilderness parks in the 
United States. It is best known for its 
waterfalls, but within its nearly 1,200 
square miles, you can find deep valleys, 
grand meadows, ancient giant sequoias, 
a vast wilderness area and much more. 
In fact, 95% of Yosemite National Park 
is designated wilderness.  
 
Just a short drive from Yosemite, off the 
Pacific coast is Point Lobos State 
Reserve. Over 250 different animal 
species inhabit Point Lobos, including 
sea lions.
